Best Buy and Staples will recycle all household 
electronic waste. Commercial e-waste should 
be taken to the Computer Recycling Center in 
Springfield. Visit computerrecyclingcenter.org 
or call (417) 866-2588. 

Best Buy, Staples, Target, U.S. Cellular,            
Radioshack, Laketronics, and Hollister Recycle 
Center recycle all electronics batteries  and 
cell phones .  

Staples provides a $3 credit for each ink       
cartridge, up to ten cartridges per month. 
Walgreens refills select ink cartridge brands. 

Wal-Mart, Target, Country Mart, and most    
grocery stores recycle plastic bags. JC Dry 
Cleaners recycles dry clean bags and hangers. 

All UPS stores will take packing peanuts. All
