Engineering:  2015 Sustainability Council Annual Report
The Board heard a report from Environmental Specialist Mona Menezes describing the performance of various sustainability measurements, accomplishments and monetary savings as a result of sustainability program initiatives. The report included a summary of paper reduction and electronic document storage, water loss improvement as a result of the water meter replacement program designed to reduce water consumption, waste reduction results as a result of the Cooper Creek biosolids treatment facility, as well as the issuance of 11 grant awards and 25 employee/department awards totaling $17,914 recognizing individual commitments to environmental sustainability.

Administration: Board Appointment Procedure Resolution

The Board approved a resolution allowing an amendment to the Boards and Committees appointment procedure introduced during the February 16 Study Session.  

Planning & Zoning:  Special Event Permit Resolution

The Board approved a resolution approving a Special Event Permit application for the 43rd Autumn Daze Arts, Crafts and Music Festival. Joel Hornickel presented the request to close Commercial Street from W Atlantic to Main Street from Monday, September 13 at 10:00PM thru 7:00PM on Saturday, September 17, 2016. 
Planning & Zoning: Zoning 1192 Bird Road Zoning to C Commercial District

The Board approved the first reading of a bill requesting approval of C Commercial District Zoning for the property located at 1192 Bird Road to be established as a child care facility. The property consist of a commercial building sitting on approximately 5.18 acres.  
Planning & Zoning: Planned Development Amendment at Branson Landing

The Board approved the first reading of a bill requesting zoning change from PD Planned Development to C Commercial District for the property located at 491 Branson Landing Boulevard. Parcel is identified as Lot 1 and was inadvertently excluded from the original designation. 
Police: Contract for Purchase of Police Vehicles

The Board approved the first reading of a bill approving a contract with Lou Fusz Chrysler, Jeep, and Dodge for the purchase of police vehicles and authorizing the Mayor to execute the contract. 
Police: Contract for Purchase of Police Body Cameras
The Board approved the first reading of a contract with Digital Ally for the purchase and maintenance of police body camera equipment designed to enhance police personal security as well as capture and log police processes in the field. 
Utilities: Pre-Annexation Agreement for Sewer Services Agreement at 239 Quebec Drive

The Board approved the first reading of a bill approving a pre-annexation agreement to obtain sewer services for the property owned by Brenda Quiros in Tablerock Acres subdivision at 239 Quebec Drive. The property owner has agreed to fees and terms associated with the sewer service establishment. 
Finance: Arvest Bank Purchasing Card Services
The Board approved the first reading of a bill approving the renewal of the contract with Arvest Bank for purchasing card services. Arvest Bank continued to offer the lowest bid for service. 

Finance: Central Bank Banking Services Contract Renewal
With Alderman Mike Booth abstaining due to conflict of interest with his employer Central Bank, the remaining Board members approved the first reading of a bill approving the renewal of the Central Bank contract for banking services provision.  

Finance: Revised Fee Increase Amending Appendix A – Fee Schedule

The Board approved the first reading of a bill approving the amendment to Appendix A – Fee Schedule of the Branson Municipal Code pertaining to fees.
Engineering: Taneyhills Community Library Signage

The Board approved the first reading of a bill approving the signing and execution of an agreement with the Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission to allow signage for the Taneyhills Community Library. The signage will be maintained by the City of Branson. 

Engineering: Great River Engineering for Downtown Streetscape Project Phase III
The Board approved the first reading of a bill approving an agreement with Great River Engineering pertaining to engineering services for the Historic Downtown Branson Streetscape Project Phase III. David Miller reported that this phase will include Commercial Street to Pacific and a portion of Main Street. Phase 3 request includes the procurement of design and engineering services to include a truck/freight routing plan, pre-site photography, 12 public meetings, and a series of meetings with DBBA for a total project value of $337,900. Alderman Davis recommended the City of Branson review and consider design-build model proposals in the future for project efficiency evaluation.

The panel of judges comprised the Kansas CCFOA President, a Missouri Municipal League representative, and two former award recipients.
